



The following information and documentation must be provided with the application before a Hood Suppression System Permit can be issued:

Permit will be issued upon documentation that the system conforms to NFPA 1, NFPA 17, or NFPA 17A editions as approved and outlined by the system manufacturer.  For a pre-engineered system, an installation manual for the exact make and model system must be submitted with the application.

Reviews by NH registered professional engineers with a specialty in Fire Protection only are acceptable. Any deviations from the approved plan must be submitted to the FPE of record for review; then stamped and submitted to the Fire Department prior to final testing.
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
